











2.3. Magazines and ammunition
Magazines

The magazines supplied with the
pistol have o lotal magozine copacity
of 20 corfridges.

With an odditional cartridge in the
chambey, the pistol has o totol copacity
of 21 cartridges. However, as we
recommend that, unless shoofing js
imminent, no carfridge should be loaded |
i the chomter of the pistol, the
recommended moximum carrying |
copacity is 20 cortiidges o the magozine |
with the chamber empty. |

The mogozine type is unique for the
pistof fype and should not be used in
otfier ones No other magozine type
should be used in your prstol.

lts specialized, advonced design makes the magozine highly reliable and
results in o very eosy maintenance ond cleoning.

The left side of the magazine hos been provided with four openings
which allow you fo estimate the number of cortridges lefi.

i the bose of a cortridge 15 visible in the hole “20°, the magozine is fully
looded while the other holes sumply offer you the possibilify to estimate the
number of cartridges still in the mogazine.

In this monuel, 1t is assumed thot the ammanition visuahsohon hofes of the magozne ore o}
ihe “left” and the round leeding opening is of the “lop”

USING THE PISTOL

Before any intervention on the Five-seveN® JOM pistol, ensure
to be familiar with the safety infermation given in chapter 1 of
this Owner’s Monual,

4.1. Safety checks

Carry out the following procedure in order to ensure that the
pistol can be manipulated, stored and/or transported without
any risk :

4 If not already done, and using its right/left lever, set the
manual sofety ot the (raised) ‘sofe’” position.

Initial cleaning

Never fire the pistol upon purchose or after it has been slored
for more than 10 days wilhout cleaning it first,

for low enforcement and militory persennel, cefer to the procedures of
your department.

% Carry out the cleaning procedure of § 7.1 'Cleaning and
lubricotion before firing’ in order to remove the
preservation lubricant instead of the maintenance
Jubricanl.

If the pistol contains hardened grease or other substances that you
cannot remove, have the weopon checked by your dealer /

deportmentol armorer.

Keep your fingers awoy from the trigger while unloading,
loading and removing the mogazine.

Only touch the trigger when you are ready to shoot or when
decocking the hammer as described in § 4.5.

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4.3. Loading the magazine

As explomed in § 2.3, the magazines supplied with the pistol have a capacity of
20 cortridges.

< If the magazine to be loaded is still in the pistol, first set the

manual safety at the (raised) safe’ position and then press on
the magazine coich in order 1o eject the magazine.

Never keep o
leaded magaxine next to the pistol.

For law enforcement and military personnel, refer to the procedures
of your department on tarrying a loaded pistol with a cartridge in
the chamber.

4.4, Loading the pistol

It is assumed that the chaméer of the pistol is empty, that no magozine has
been inserfed, thot the shide is at its forword position ond that the manual
safety is at the (raised} ‘sofe’ position

hommer to be cocked (the cortridge mdicator protrudes in order to
indicate the presence of o cartridge in the chamber),

In order to ensure a correct chambering of the cartndge, let the slide
“slom” forwards under the force of the spring, do nof eose it forwards.

Be coreful / if the manual sofety is now set of the (lower) “fire’ position,
the pistol can be fired by simply pulling the trigger !

If shooting is nof imminent, it is recommended to decock the cocked
hammer as described in § 4.5,
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4.5. Decocking the cocked hammer

Before proceeding, read and understand § 2.2 which shortly describes the
functioning of your pistol, and especiolly of its (hidden) hommer.

This procedure should be carned out to decock the cocked hammer, especially if
you do not intend to shoot immediately ofter hoving cocked the pistol

The procedure slarts with unlooding the pistol (also refer to § 4.8) .
never decock the cocked hammer of a loaded pistol !

It is very important to become fomilior with the disossembly procedure of the
pistol os disassembly s required during the cleoning and lubricohion procedure
which ensures reliable operation of the pistol,

After having carried out the sofefy checks, don’t insert o magozine into
the pistol.

7. CLEANING AND LUBRICATION

The frequency at which the pistol should be cleaned and lubricated
depends on the ammunition used, the weather and shooting
conditions and other external factors.

A good rule is 1o clean ond lubricote the pistol after every use o, in
case of intensive shooting, ofter each 500 rounds : corract
maintenance will enhance the longevity ond the performance of
your pistol.

Excessively disty ammumtion may require more frequent cleaning ond tco
much dirt can affect the functioning of even the finest firearm.

It is importani ta keep your pistol clean ond correctly fubricated

Do not use too much lubricant os this could couse the build-up of dir, grit or
powder residve which could affect the funchianing of the pistol.

For more information about the recommended lubricants, refer to
‘Lubricants” in § 10,

Never use hydrocarbans, trichloerethylene nor ammonio :
they could cause damage to your pistel !

Before cleaning the pistol, ALWAYS ensure that it is unloaded
(also refer to § 4.8).

Keep the ammunition away from the ¢leaning site and never
test the mechanical function of your pistel with live ammunition.

8. TAKING CARE OF THE PISTOL

' Alwoys keep the pistol in immaculate condition and good
working order.

' Always clean and lybricate the pistol ofier use.

' Regularly inspect the pistol, its parts and the accessories.

If something seems obnormal, don’t hesitate to report 1t to your dealer /
deportmentol armorer.

«

Never modify or repair parts of your pistol (or any other one) by
yourself.

Your pistol is a mechanical device subject to wear and
which will not last forever : it requires periodic
inspection, adjustment and service.

The pistol should be checked every 2000 rounds and/or
once a year because damage, wear, corrosion, ... are
not always visible from the outside.

For that purpose, send the pistol to your dealer.

Law enforcement and military personnel have a
departmental armorer which will inspect the pistol on a
yearly basis.

FN HERSTAL cannot assume any responsibility for
injuries caused by unauthorized servicing, alterations or
modifications to its firearms.

If o problem connot be sclved by the few directives given below, the pistol
should be resirieted for further use and examined by your deoler /
departmentol armorer.

Insufficient recoll due to the pistol being dirfy

The ammuonition gives insufficient recoil force

Hormmer strikes but no discharge

Defective cartridge
