FIRING THE PISTOL

The Pistol is fired by pulling the Trigger (1) with
the index finger of the shooting hand.

When the Pistol is fired the Slide (2) will
reciprocate and automatically eject the spent
Cartridge and chamber a new round.

The Trigger must be released after each shot
and pulled again to fire the next round.

When the last round has been fired the Slide will
remain in its rearmost position.

To continue firing, remove the empty Magazine,
replace it with a loaded one and press the Slide
Stop (3) downwards, this will cause the Slide to
snap forward, strip the top Cartridge from the
Magazine and chamber it.

DISMANTLING THE PISTOL

SLIDE ASSEMBLY

Remove the Magazine and ensure that the
Chamber is unloaded.

Cock the Hammer by hand.

Hold the Pistol in your Right hand and push the
Slide (1) with your other hand until the front face
of the Slide aligns with the Reference Mark (2)
on the left side of the Frame (3).

Hold the Slide in this position.

Press the end of the Slide Stop (4), on the right
side of the frame, until it is flush with the frame.

Withdraw the Slide Stop from the left side of the
Frame.

Remove the Slide Assembly (1) from the frame
by sliding it forward.

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CLEANING AND LUBRICATION

After firing, the Barrel Bore and Chamber should always be cleaned with a bronze brush dipped in Nitro Solvent, after
which the barrel should be wiped dry and lightly oiled.

All exposed internal surfaces of the frame and slide should be cleaned with Nitro Solvent using a bristle brush or
cotton swabs.

All propellant residue (powder) must be removed from the face of the slide in the region of the firing pin and extractor,
and from the rear face of the Barrel.

All moving parts should be lightly lubricated with a good quality gun oil.

The exterior metal surfaces of the Pistol should be wiped with a lightly oiled cloth to remove fingerprints and prevent
corrosion. In dusty climates the use of a dry Silicon spray designed for Firearm lubrication will be less likely to retain
dust or sand.

The Handgrips are manufactured from a durable polymer and require no maintenance.
